
Slide/Video Presentation

1. Same rules apply as presentations except as noted.

2. Enrollment in a specific project is not required for this entry.

3. This entry is to be an organized informational or instructional program using slide or video equipment.

4. Time limits:


       5 to 10 minutes for slide show with a verbal or a synchronized tape recording.


       5 to 12 minutes for video presentation with special equipment.


5. Presenters must provide their own equipment for slide or video presentations.  A screen will be available in the room.

6. All preparation of slide or video materials is to be done by youth.  All running of the special equipment is to be done by the youth.


7. Presentation may be on a 4-H Project or activity, but it is not required.

Prepared Reading

1. Same rules apply as presentation except as noted.

2. Enrollment in a specific project is not required for this entry.

3. You may read anything that is written, published, and in good taste.  It may be but is not limited to a child’s fable, poetry, essay, story, speech, or article read in an interesting way.

4. Use your voice to make the piece come alive.

5. Member cannot use props, visual aids or costumes of any kind for this event, except for the material being read.

6. You should state the title of the reading and the author.

7. Time limit: 2 to 10 minutes.

8. Reading will be designated on the entry form as humorous, serious, horror, or other.  The type of reading will also be designated on the entry form.
